For me, the season of Advent to
Christmas morning is such a magical
journey! It begins when | notice the
first set of colourful lights aglow as
darkness of the day enters. Lights like
star light shining all aglitter with a
magical aura. | am reminded of the
star that the Magi followed to find the
Christ Child. It is this light filled
wonder that invites me to journey
anew in the midst of the darkness of
life, to experience once again the
magic, mystery, and miracle of God
with us: Emmanuel.

And in so doing while planning for the
worship services for this season, | find
myself rather in shock upon reading
the Gospel lesson in Mark [3:24-37
where Jesus utters some rather dark
warnings.

IThe Administration, Stewardship and Resource (ASR) Committee is pleased to report that the various I

. committees and groups within the church are undertaking their work and fulfilling their objectives. All

* committees are staying well within the budgeted amounts as approved by the congregation at the annual
meeting in February 201 1. I

- The Committee is now receiving requests and proposals for the budget for 2012. Each Committee has been
asked to review their year-to-date activities and expenses, to consider their plans and needs for the coming I
. year, and to prepare and submit budget requests. .

IThe congregation is to be commended on their faithful giving and commitment to the approved budget.
General contributions alone are up over $18,000 from last year. When the Faith in Action committee was I
- formed in March 2011, St. Andrew’s already had an operating loss for the year of $21,434 — this has been
reduced to $11,451, and with your continued faithful support, the ASR Committee hope to see this I
. operating loss turn into an operating gain by the end of the year. In addition to the congregation supporting
* the daily costs of the church, you continue to “reach out into our community and the world beyond”
through givings to mission and outreach. To date, over $53,000 has been disbursed to various outreach
» programs, which include the Mission and Service Fund of the United Church of Canada, the Benevolent
- Fund to assist local families, Westover Treatment Centre and the Friendship Meals that are served at
IVictoria Avenue United Church, to name but a few. This is a wonderful testament of our faith. As well, the I
- ASR Committee is thankful to the Board of Trustees for their assistance in covering such costs as the
church insurance, padded pew backs, and storm glazing of various windows.

- There have been numerous fundraising events that have raised almost $8,000 to assist with on-going costs.

: There are still some on-going fundraising events that you can participate in. One is collection of the Loonie -
Tubes — pick up one of these containers at the church and fill them with either spare loonies or toonies

" ($25 or $50 per tube). Make sure to put your name and/or envelope number on the tube so that you can

I be credited for your donation.

- Another on-going, successful fundraiser is the selling of shopping cards. Many people in the church are
- purchasing the cards to use for their everyday shopping. The church receives a ‘reward’ for every card
I purchased. If you purchase a $100 grocery card from Sobey’s, Sobey’s ‘rewards’ the church with $3.00 and I
“you get your full $100! This time of year folks like to purchase a variety of cards to give as Christmas gifts.
I Not only are there cards for grocery stores, there are cards for various restaurants, Chapters, Canadian

Tire, Home Depot, Mark’s Work Wearhouse, The Bay, Shoppers, to name just a few. Cards can be I

- ordered/purchased at Fellowship Hour following Sunday services.
