St. Andrew’s United Church and the broader community. The Offe]'ln
Administration, Stewardship and Resource (ASR) Committee is pleased to

see that, as of the end of June, general givings are up $7,000 compared to Env?/l_gp-q\?
last year’s givings. Events planned through fundraising, as well as gifts to AT ;:"’ \
the Faith In Action project, have realized over $9,100 since January. The :
Committee is thankful for this positive response to meet the financial
commitment of St. Andrew’s. As of the end of June, the church has a
deficit of $9,887.10, leaving us with an accumulated deficit of $54,093.03. Of the $54,093.03
accumulated deficit, $48,309.01 is owed to the Trustees, who have loaned the church money to
assist with operating costs over the last two years. Committees are all working within their budgets,
and the ASR Committee is meeting monthly to review and monitor expenses to ensure that funds
are being used efficiently. The fall is traditionally a time when members of the congregation rise to
the challenge of balancing our budget, and the Committee prays that you will consider Paul’'s word
to the Corinthians. These words are as true today as the day that Paul wrote them.

When Paul talks about “scattering abroad and giving to the poor”, members of St. Andrew’s have
cheerfully and abundantly given to the poor and needy within our community and throughout the
world. As of June 30, almost $39,720 has been received and distributed to the Mission and Service
Fund, the Benevolent Fund and to the various outreach projects that our Outreach Committee has
drawn our attention to throughout the year. So many people in our own community and the larger
community of God are reaping the benefits of your generosity.

The Committee again urges members of the congregation to consider
supporting the church by giving through PAR — Pre-Authorized Remittance.
Thirty-eight individuals/families are utilizing this program. By utilizing PAR,
you are making a very conscious and deliberate effort to give a
predetermined amount every month to further the life and work of the
church, both here at St. Andrew’s and through mission and service. You
decide how much you would like to contribute to the church for the year, and divide that amount by
twelve. Twelve monthly payments will automatically be removed from your account and deposited
to the church, allowing a consistent cash flow to assist with the operation of the church. If you are
interested in learning more about PAR, or would like to sign on, please contact the Church office.

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SEPTEMBER - SCHOOL BEGINS AGAIN BY AGNES CLARK

This morning, | saw in the Chatham newspaper a picture of a mother making purchases for her
daughters’ return to school, and | thought of all the young people who will be starting a new year of
learning, and it set my memory wheels in motion. (Old folks use their memory wheels a lot.)

Personally, | was excited and eager to start to Public School (Elementary School to you). | started
to go to a two-room school after Easter. Yes! Back then, you could start either in September or
after Easter. | loved school.

But starting school is scary for some children. | think of a little boy who started pre-school “Fun with
Friends” clutching his constant companion, a much scrubbed, well-worn, furry white kitty. The first
traumatic lesson of independence he learned there, was that the kitty must snooze on the shelf until
it was time to go home.

My first teaching position was in an ungraded school. The first year | had two beginners (Grade 1
to you). One was happy. The other, a wee girl who reminded me of a big doll, was so fearful, even
though the bigger pupils loved and protected her, that she didn’t speak for about a month.

At whatever level of school you will be entering, this year will bring something new: new room,
new teacher, new study material. It's like opening the door of a big room filled with treasures for
you to claim. Some are beautiful, and you eagerly pick them up and carry them. Others are drab
and uninteresting and heavy to lift, but they, too, are treasured.

The treasures are your subjects. Some are interesting and easy. Others are hard, and you don’t
like them, but the subjects are all necessary for they depend upon each other.

And then there is Secondary School (High School to me.) Its subjects lead you further into learning
about our wonderful world and what has happened since its beginning. Maybe, during these years,
you will begin to drive or even fall in love a few times, and you will have to decide about further
education.

From Secondary School to college or university is a big step. For many, it means being away from
home for the first time. Some say, “Yippee! Free at last!” Others suffer from homesickness.

For your parents, it begins a time of missing you. They miss the door slamming as you rush in from
school, throw your books on the table and attack the refrigerator. They miss your chatter, your
presence at the table and maybe even miss some sleep thinking about you.

At university, what you learn is your own responsibility more than ever before. The professors
present the material and opportunities and stand by to help if needed. But they do not police
your studies.

The best lesson you can ever learn is that God is always with you. The psalmist tells you about it
in Psalm 139 saying, “Thou hast beset me behind and before.”

Our Kenesserie fundraising raised a total of $625.00.
We sponsored one child for summer camp; the remaining money will be given to the Camp
to assist with next year's costs.

+ The Mental Health Network received $250.00, and many items on their 'wish list' were also
donated.

+ After the fire at Chatham Outreach for Hunger, we donated $450.00 to assist in recovery.

+ AME Campbell Church received $150.00 to help them with their summer lunch program.

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The Benevolent Fund began in January 2007, after Executive
Council's approval.

Over $7,000.00 was brought over from the former Park Street
United Church to start this fund.

It has operated for four and a half years, serving clients each month, except July and August, on
Tuesdays and Fridays from 10:00 am to 12:00 noon.

During this time, 4,210 food vouchers have been issued, as well as assistance with lodging,
transportation and bill payments.

The past two years has seen a great increase in the number of clients served, as a result of the
economic climate and, in the past few months, due to the fire at the local food bank.

The congregation of St. Andrew's United Church has been very supportive of this Fund as well as
the Mission & Service Fund, outreach projects, church support and fundraising events.

We feel that we cannot continue to serve our clients as we have in the past.
